She has also received research funding as PI or co-PI from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (through the Florida Sea Grant, the Louisiana Sea Grant College Program, and the National Ocean Service Ecological Effects of Sea Level Rise Program), the Gulf of Mexico Alliance, and the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission Advisory Council on Environmental Education. DeLorme is an invited research collaborator with the LSU Center for Coastal Resiliency (CCR); serves on the Editorial Board of the Journal of Advertising; and is a member of the American Geophysical Union, Association for Environmental Studies and Sciences, International Environmental Communication Association,  American Academy of Advertising, and Qualitative Research Consultants Association. DeLorme earned an A.B.J. (1989), an M.A. (1991), and a Ph.D. (1995) from the University of Georgia Grady College of Journalism and Mass Communication and she is the 2015 University of Georgia Grady College Distinguished Alumni Scholar.
